Leader Transition:

Role of Faculty Advisors:

Our Faculty Advisors, Anita Taylor, M.A.Ed. and KgtChappelle, M.A. attend all meetings,
suggest resources for implementation of programd, @ovide news of state Academy and
national AAFP opportunities. The faculty advisdigide up the primary responsibility for some
of the FMIG activities to streamline activity plang and communication.

Communication:

The FMIG leadership relies heavily on computer camivation and word of mouth to
communicate with members and generate interesthen group. We use e-mail, class
announcements, and posters to communicate with m@nand interested classmates. We also
post FMIG information on the bulletin board in thest-and second-year students’ mailroom,
along with sign-up sheets for lunch presentatia@hisners, and various activities. We e-mail
news of events and opportunities to all AAFP stige@mbers to remind them of meeting times
and deadlines. For example, during the InteresturFair in September (see below), we
designed new sign-up sheets with a list and ddsmipf each FMIG activity. Committee
chairs then used list to compile mailing lists tmail students information about opportunities in
FMIG programs.

Co-chair Kyle Mouery, MS2 designed and implemengdew, student-run OHSU FMIG
website, fmigohsu.googlepages.com. The home abtesse provides a calendar of events and
descriptions and contact information for FMIG pams, and a Family Medicine resource page
with links to reputable websites. We also have cise within the Interest Group website
maintained by the Dean’s Office that is periodigalpdated by our Faculty Advisors (students
are not allowed to edit the website).

Leadership Development Breakfast Group:

A Leadership Breakfast Group is led by Robert Byldia M.D., Professor Emeritus of Family
Medicine and former Chair of the Department. Thesetings are scheduled every six weeks in
the medical school cafeteria and are financed byDibpartment of Family Medicine. They are
open to all interested students and, often, leddefsMIG emerge from this group.

Dr. Taylor leads discussions on topics of locateseand national interest that he knows about or
that are suggested by those in attendance. Thissyéapics included: the definition of
leadership, what a leader does, types of leaderigpimportance of values in leadership, and
leading by example. Students who participate wecaccurate information on Family Medicine
issues, which they can then share with other stsden

Finances:
In 2007-08 The Oregon Academy of Family Physiciand the Department of Family Medicine
provided financial support for the FMIG. We alseceived a $600 grant from AAFP for



completing a Family Medicine dinner lectureshiphatihe department chair including before and
after surveys from students. Funds were used tohpse food for noontime programs and
dinner meetings, and to promote other Family Medigogrograms and events. This year a one-
time use of the budget was allocated for a durablener bearing the FMIG logo and name,
designed for use at FMIG events such as the Int&esup Fair, the Family Medicine Week,
and the OAFP State Conference booth.

There are also two endowed funds established byatW8U Family Medicine faculty members
for student travel to the Oregon Academy meetind te National Students and Residents
Conference. Students are fully supported for tteeSteeting and all who apply for an AAFP
scholarship have backup funding for the Nationahf@eence. In addition, the State Academy
pays for two students to attend the National Canfee.

STUDENT INVOLVEMENT / STUDENT RETENTION

There were 120 students admitted to OHSU in AugQ67. We currently have 159 members in
the OHSU FMIG (34% of the student body). Studestg gheir own membership dues to AAFP
and automatically become members of the State Acgded FMIG.

Pre-First Year Recruitment

We recruit student members during the pre-matrimiaSummer Observership Program, in
which 25-35% of students entering their first yaalOHSU spend a week living and working
with rural family physicians throughout Oregon hefdeginning their coursework. The FMIG
Steering Committee members attended the Summem@pskip Orientation on August 3, 2007
and told incoming students about the FMIG. Thiansearly venue in which we can identify
interested students and educate those unknowleldgefaBamily Medicine.

Interest Group Fair and Procedure Clinics

The Interest Group Fair is put on during the thivdek of school by second year students
promoting their interest groups. The FMIG boothswhe largest, taking four tables and an
entire lobby wall, with stations for each progrataffed by a volunteer who participated in that
program, including the very popular Suture Clirable (see below). There was also a table with



handouts describing each FMIG program, an e-nstgdrv signup sheet, AAFP materials such
as membership forms and copies of #merican Family Physicianjournal. The FMIG
leadership was present at the booth to answeriguoesind actively promote FMIG and AAFP
membership.

An innovative way to draw first year students te #MIG booth in the competitive interest fair
environment was to offer a Suturing Station. Twarth year students interested in Family
Medicine served as volunteer instructors

for the long line of first year student
waiting to try the new skill. The Sutur®
Station was so popular during the 20¢
Interest Group Fair that several oth
interest groups have started simil
programs. To follow our success at tif
interest fair, FMIG committee member
Matt Brock, MS2 and Tammy Luoh™

Membership Recruitment and Family Medicine Week

Membership recruitment continues year-round, witbnrhership forms available at every

meeting, activity, on a constant basis via the estidnembership chairs. Additionally, MS2 Co-

chairs Kyle Mouery and Melissa Hemphill initiatechew mid-year recruitment program called

Family Medicine Week. Using the existing date &pecialty Talks noontime discussion (see
below), Kyle and Melissa scheduled a Family Medatentered event for each day of the week.
Students were e-mailed one month and one weekvianaé of the event, and small fliers were

distributed to each student’s mailbox.

Monday started with announcements in lecture hail$ a prominent display table between the
student lecture halls so students could browseAtherican Family Physiciajpournal, Family
Medicine Fact Packs (see below), and other ressuaseilable from the Family Medicine
department. Tuesday included the Specialty Tabkentime session with a panel of Family
Medicine physicians (see below).

For Wednesday, Kyle Mouery, MS2 initiated a newmtone session called “Family Medicine
Mythbusters,” consisting of a small round-tablecdssion format where students and faculty
were invited have an evidence-based discussiotudésts’ pre-submitted myths and questions
regarding Family Medicine. The topics discussedeced a broad range, including general
issues such as the scope of practice and avaijabilifellowships. At the conclusion of the



session, students were given Family Medicine Fack® which included scope of practice data
from AAFP surveys, primary literature discussing tbpecialty of Family Medicine, internet
links, and much more. This was a highly successf#akion which students praised as useful and
informative because it addressed misconceptionsngrstudents about the specialty of Family
Medicine in a relaxed and interactive format.

Thursday’s “Meet the Docs” dinner followed this tie, bringing in community doctors from a
variety of practice settings to join students fon@formal dinner and discussion regarding career
options available to Family physicians. These mhigss sat with 3-5 students at a time,
answering questions from students before studeatasked to rotate to meet another physician.
Every year, students and physicians alike praisedinner as an excellent opportunity to get to
know one another and explore the options availaiftlein Family Medicine.

Friday included wrap-up announcements in each stueeture hall, as well as a membership
drive raffle for new AAFP applications received the end of the following week. Student
feedback was sought through e-mailed comments ahdrasurvey.

This week was used as a platform for encouragingmembership and 10 new students signed
up for membership. We hope to expand to a Famibdikine Month next year with plans to
include a social service project and weekly evdntdacilitate scheduling and allow more
students to attend.

Faculty Advising

Our Co-Advisor, Anita Taylor, has the opportunitytalk with students in every class since she
is the Director of Career Advising for the medisahool. Third year students often are deciding
between Family Medicine and one other specialtyhdfy decide in favor of Family Medicine
and are not AAFP members, they are encouragedriaja attend the National Conference to
learn about residency programs. Co-advisor Kathappelle also speaks to students
individually in her role as Assistant Director dfet Family Medicine Clerkship and connects
then with FMIG and AAFP.



PROGRAMS AND ACTIVITIES TO INVOLVE/RETAIN STUDENT | NTEREST

Students often become involved in FMIG by

attending FMIG lectures, program activities and
special dinners. All students are invited to atten

Steering Committee meetings and contribute input
to the activities planned by the FMIG chairs.

Attached is an organizational calendar of our 2007-
08 activities (Table 1).

First and second year students particularly enjoy
the noontime sessions with panels of physicians
and students, which are conveniently timed right
after classes end. This year’s noontime luncheon
programs for first and second year students were
directed toward family medicine practice and
misconceptions. For example, FMIG hosted a
panel of community doctors from various types of
 practices—urban, rural, and academic—to discuss
- what life as a Family physician is truly like. We

~ also hosted a talk from an OHSU faculty member
discussing his work as a Family physician in Iraqg.

FMIG noontime lecture

Ward Walks — Matt Brock, MS2, and Tammy Luoh, MS2 Chairs

The Ward Walks program consists of afternoon arahieng sessions in which the Chief Family
Medicine resident invites small groups (4-6) oéfiand second year students to experience the
Family Medicine Inpatient Service. Students intewiand examine patients and learn the
clinical and administrative aspects of hospitabdaom a family medicine perspective. In 2007-
08, Matt and Tammy originally planned a ward wallery month and a half, but they have
proved so popular that FMIG now runs a ward walkrg\v3-4 weeks and there is usually an
alternate list. Students appreciated the oppostunitsee patients in the hospital, meet Family
Medicine residents, and learn what Family doctarsndhe hospital setting.

Family Centered Maternity Care Programs — Evelyn Fod, MS 2, Chair

The “Baby Beeper” program is now in its fourth yaad is more inclusive of students than ever
before. The program was originally initiated t@yide first and second year medical students
with the opportunity to witness and share the jbg aew birth. Residents and medical students
are paired early in the year, and the residentg plagjr students when a delivery is imminent.

The program is completely full with 42 residentsl &2 students participating, 6 of whom have

attended a live birth, an increase over the 1 kttnded last year. In this way, students are
given the opportunity to participate in pre-natatecand births in the Family Medicine setting at

an early and influential time in their educatiofihey also get to know our residents and see
what they are capable of in a way that would nbentise be possible.



In the past year, Evelyn Ford, MS2 has worked baildad a dramatic change in the program to
prioritize and strengthen the bond between studamdsexpecting parents. This year’s students
were encouraged to attend as many pre-natal appeirt$ as possible, and residents were urged
to schedule appointments with student class sceedalmind. Students were given the option
to provide their contact information to the expettmother so that she could call when labor
started, giving participants even more time tovarin time for the birth (we credit the increase
from 1 to 6 births attended to this innovation). velyn also created “Certificates of
Participation” for students to present after thethbin thanks to the new parents. The School of
Medicine Alliance, a volunteer OHSU group, alsoided baby blankets, a letter, and books
that students could give the families to celebtiaggoyous occasion.

Pathway Program — Mimi Choate, MD-MPH year

Another involvement/retention effort, the Pathwapd?am, began in July 2003 in order to
support and retain third-year student interestamify Medicine. Potluck dinners were held in
student homes. Four evening meetings were held Beptember to March on the following
topics: preparing for clerkship, rural residendre$-amily Medicine, planning one’s fourth-year
schedule, and learning about fourth-year studestperiences interviewing for residency. An
average of 15 students attended each of thesenggeéind plans are underway to continue the
sessions next year for the upcoming third-yearesitsd

Specialty Talks — Kyle Mouery, MS2, and Thomas Cieslski, MS2, Liaisons

This program was initiated by the FMIG three yesage in an effort to have a dedicated time for
each specialty interest group to present a panghgsicians who would address a series of
guestions created by the specialty group leadevslVE specialties are presented on Tuesdays at
noon for an hour throughout the year. Among tligiirements for credit, students must fill in
evaluation forms for each session they attend,igi@eite in the Association of American
Medical Colleges (AAMC) Careers in Medicine website specialty self-assessments, and
interview physicians in the community about theald of choice. 58 first and second year
students registered to take Specialty Talks ademtiee.

The 2007-08 FMIG session was presented on Tuedgelyuary 28 as a part of Family
Medicine Week. The panel consisted of the OHSU Raltedicine assistant residency director;
an OHSU resident, a fourth year student applying-amily Medicine, and two community
Family physicians, one from a large group praciitaurban Portland and one from a solo
practice in rural Oregon. Evaluation forms revedlet the attendees had a favorable opinion of
what they heard at the session and it generatedimevest in membership and participation,
especially among second year students.

Preparation for Applying to Family Medicine Residercies

For more than 15 years, the FMIG has sponsoreds&|ferview Dinner in early February
before rank lists are submitted. Fourth year sttglevho are applying to Family Medicine
residencies come to tell the third year studentsititheir interviewing experiences. This year
we held the dinner on February &nd 10 of 13 students applying to Family Medidih2.6% of
the class), participated on the panel.

Every year in July and August, there are two disrsponsored by the local Family Medicine
residency programs for fourth-year students intetes applying to their programs. In addition,



an annual session on Interviewing Tips is held atoBer for fourth-year students applying to
Family Medicine residencies. The session this y@as led by Roger Garvin, M.D., the
Residency Director at OHSU, and four Family Medicrasidents.

National Conference

Students are encouraged to attend the AAFP Nat®Bnalents and Residents Conference every
year. In 2007, 22 students attended, an increase of b theeprevious year, and with more
planning to attend in 2008. Current OHSU studettsted to national offices and serving on
AAFP commissions encourage others to apply forestdtapter and national positions. The
second year students are encouraged to attendaaritie past four years, we have recruited at
least one entering first year student interestdebaimily Medicine to attend. These students have
been identified through program involvement, theéenview process (Anita Taylor is an
admissions interviewer for OHSU) and by questioresasubmitted for the Pre-Matriculation
Summer Observership Program in May and June.

Unfortunately for third year students, a problemfaee is the timing of the National Conference
with our school schedule. We have 5-week clerkshilpg begin the first week of July.
Therefore, the last week of a clerkship, with timalfexams on Friday, falls on the same week as
the National Conference in 2008. In addition, OHSudents are not allowed to miss more than
2 days the whole third year. Because of travel tieggiired and clerkship scheduling in the past,
no third year student has been able to attend #itemal Conference. This year's Co-chair
Melissa Hemphill, who will be in her third year,9seking special dispensation from the Family
Medicine rural rotation to attend the conference.

FAMILY MEDICINE ADVOCACY

There are two faculty advisors to the group: Afigglor, M.A. Ed. and Kathy Chappelle, M.A..
They attend all lectures, dinners and Steering Citi@enmeetings. Their role is to assist in
implementing programming initiated by the students.

Local physicians, often suggested by students afiegting in a clinical setting, are invited to
speak at general meetings and to attend dinneral$@enave an annual “Meet the Docs” dinner,
scheduled during the OHSU Family Medicine ReviewuSe in mid-February and the Family
Medicine Week. This year, six physicians from aietgrof practice settings (rural, urban, IHS,
international, locums tenens, and academic) cameetet and talk with students about what they
most enjoyed about their practice. Sitting at tabléth 4-6 students, they spoke with students
about their individual practice styles over a casu@al. After dinner, they each gave a brief self-
introduction to the entire group so that the stasleould learn about the variety of opportunities
in family medicine. Then students were encourdageswitch tables and meet with at least 2
other physicians to maximize their exposure toetidht practice styles.

Approximately 25 students attend the annual Oregoademy of Family Physicians state
meeting each year. We rent houses or arrange lier accommodations in the meeting area and
the cost is subsidized by a fund established lyrradr Family Medicine faculty member. There
are two elected student positions to the Oregordécsy Board of Directors, d"4year voting

Board Member and a®year non-voting Board Member-elect. This ensu@giouity and an
increased sense of comfort and voice in the stugesition. The Executive Director of the
Oregon Academy of Family Physicians, Kerry Gonzakesvited to all the FMIG meetings and
dinners, and we have a meeting at the OAFP offidckeé summer in preparation for the National
Conference.

FMIG members at Oregon Academy of Family Physicisteeting

As mentioned above, the FMIG at OHSU sends a diétegaf students each year to the AAFP
National Conference. Each student pays registratioh funds from the state Academy, the
OHSU Dean’s Office, Student Senate, OHSU Facultye&/igroup, AAFP scholarships and a
travel scholarship endowed by an OHSU Departmentarhily Medicine faculty member
provide the remainder of the funds. Prior to theaidvel Conference all students and residents
planning to attend meet to discuss resolution mgijtparliamentary procedure, and logistics.

During medical school graduation week in June, fiverth-year students entering Family
Medicine residencies choose one or more Family iplaysrole models to invite to the annual
Family Medicine Graduation/Mentor Dinner. This denrhonors those students entering Family
Medicine, as well as the Family physicians who hsweported and inspired them. Student and
physician family members are invited and the depant chairman and other faculty members
regularly attend. Many of the mentors chosen arfenieer community physicians, and the
evening provides a wonderful opportunity to heawmouch they have meant to students and to
recognize their contributions.

COMMUNITY OUTREACH/PATIENT ADVOCACY

Tar Wars Program:
The Tar Wars Program, in which students visit eleiaug and middle schools to talk about the
dangers of smoking, continues to be a popular comitsnwutreach activity. Caroline Schier,
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MS2 devised a new orientation session, simplifieel presentation kit to ease prep work for
students, and acquired new materials for this yebis year, 38 OHSU students visited 41
schools, reaching over 1,178 third, fourth anchfgrade students in the Portland, Oregon area.
This is significantly higher than the 1,021 studergached last year and the 717 students reached
in the year before that. Also, each year thesestatewide Tar Wars poster contest sponsored by
our state Academy chapter. FMIG members who atteedstate Academy meeting assist in
preparing the display of posters so the attendaeseview them and vote on a winner.

Community Health Clinic:

The SW Community Health Clinic was founded in M&02 to serve an indigent population in
Portland. The clinic is staffed by faculty andidesits of the Department of Family Medicine. An
FMIG student is a member of the clinic’s studergefihg Committee. FMIG student members
volunteer in the clinic and help administrativelyT'he clinic is open to participation by all
students, offered for elective credit and on a ntdar basis, and remains one of the most popular
electives among students.

Girls Inc. Go Onward program: (see Most Valuable Program description, below)

In its second year as an FMIG activity, “Girls This an outreach program in conjunction with
Girls Incorporated of Northwest Oregon. Female OHSMIG students participate in a health
education program for marginalized girls aged 6A4Bo are in, or transitioning from,
incarceration, residential programs, and fostee.cafFour second year students are sharing
leadership this year, in close contact with the GMBteering Committee and Carol Roberts of
Girls Inc. We have increased the program partimpaso that 27 students have given 12
presentations this year on selecting a health marader, what to expect during an annual health
visit, and the basics of skin care. We hope to edghae Girls Inc program so that more FMIG
students may participate and to include retreatsnaentorship.
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MOST VALUABLE PROGRAM FOR COMMUNITY OUTREACH:
GIRLS INCORPORATED

OHSU FMIG is participating in a new community oatcé program called Girls Incorporated as
part of a three-year grant from the Girls IncorpedaGo Onward program to United Way for
2006-2009. Now in its second year, Girls Inc. e @f the most successful and popular FMIG
programs, and we hope it will be renewed and exgéia 2009.

Girls Incorporated is a nationwide nonprofit orgaation that provides education, opportunity,
and inspiration to girls and young women. Girls.lof Northwest Oregon serves girls aged 6-18
from minority groups, low-income and single-parbkatiseholds, as well as girls from foster care
and incarceration situations. Girls Inc. prograupport these young women through education
about science, math, technology, health and seyuéhancial literacy, sports, leadership and
advocacy. In June 2006, FMIG began participatimg ithree-year pilot program with Girls
Inc.’s Go Onward program. The role of OHSU FMIGmieers is to provide health education
workshops for girls and young women ages 8-18 wlkadrg or transitioning from, out-of-home
care, including incarceration, residential progrand foster care.

Students and faculty in the Family Medicine departwere eager to participate in Girls Inc. A
FMIG Faculty Liasion, Anita Taylor, and two 20068ting Committee members, Kristy Walton
and Nicole Yonke, participated in planning sessioitey launched the program and recruited
student members to write and give presentationsthéend of 2006, four second year students
took over leadership and writing for Girl's Inc.second year: Heather Carpentier, Melissa
Hemphill, Moira Ray, and Tara Stahla. Through elesntact with Carol Roberts of Girls Inc.
and the FMIG Steering Committee, these studentelsathave increased participation and
outreach with this program.

As of April 2008, 21 workshops have been presemgdMIG members to girls in jails and
transition centers by approximately 50 student memb Each 2-3 hour workshop consists of a
student-written presentation on a health topic irfgpd to young women and a casual, open-
ended question and answer session. For exammesghng’s skin care presentation includes
common myths about acne—such as its connectionizpa pand chocolate—followed by
education about what causes acne, and suggestioasimple skin care routine.

Last year, FMIG students gave 9 workshops: 3 diffeprograms at 3 community sites on health
care access, personal hygiene and family plannirgs year, 27 student members have eagerly
participated and we have increased the number mihmamity sites, so that we have given 12

workshops this year. Topics include selecting althecare provider, what to expect during an

annual pelvic exam, and care for skin and acne.

Our goal has been to facilitate a meaningful comtyuwexperience for students that encourages
outreach while remaining compatible with their dedliag academic schedules. However,
student interest is so great that we have begbnaiastorm other ways for OHSU students to be
involved with Girls Inc. beyond presentations. Wave discussed the opportunity for OHSU
students to join Girls Inc. during some of theitdnor activities (hiking, snow showing, etc).
Students have eagerly supported the idea of sbwrt-tnentoring relationships for 1-3 visits.
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Also, Girls Inc. has an annual summit, and we hdiseussed the opportunity for OHSU students
to give a presentation on careers in health cd®.our relationship continues to develop with
Girls Inc., these additional opportunities have pib&ential to accommodate more student interest
and continue to provide meaningful experiencesi@ryone involved.

Partners in the program include the Multhomah CguWashington County, and Clackamas
